Diamant Building, 80 Boulevard Reyers, BE-1030 Brussels 

 

 

By plane (from Brussels Airport) 
 

Taxi 

Taxi journeys to the EFFRA Office take around 20 minutes and cost between €25 and €30. 

 

Bus 

The number 12 bus leaves the airport once every half an hour, with journeys to the ‘Diamant’ bus 
stop averaging 20 minutes. 

 

 

 

By train (from “Gare du Midi” train station) 
 

Taxi 

Journeys typically last 20 minutes and cost around €15. 

 

Public Transport 

Getting to the EFFRA Office by public transport requires three changes and takes about 30 to 40 
minutes. The ticket price is €2. 

Take metro line 2 going to Simonis ("Elisabeth") and change at "Arts-Loi". Take metro line 1 going 
to Stockel and get off at Montgomery. From there, take the 23 tram going to Heysel or the 24 
going to Schaerbeek Gare or the 25 to Rogier and get off at ‘Diamant’. Get off at the ‘RTBF/VRT’ 
stop. The Diamant Building is a 5-minute walk to the right. 

 

 

 
 



 

  

  

 

 

By car (Brussels motorway ring) 
 

Access 

Take the E40 from Cologne towards the city centre. Then take exit 18 and turn on to Boulevard 
Auguste Reyers. The Diamant Building is on the right, near to the RTBF and VRT television towers. 

 

Parking 

Parking facilities are available for visitors underneath the Diamant Building (level -3). One hour
